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[57] ABSTRACT

A switch device for swatting insects or for use as a

- brush and the like has a tubular handle, a switch in the

handle formed from nylon strands which are folded
double about a fold line, a cord having one end tied
around the fold line to secure the switch and another
end secured to the inner end of the handle. The switch
can be fully retracted into the handle for storage or it
can be pulled from the handle by different amounts to
suit its different modes of use. The switch is retained in
the handle by friction.
